1. Kathy has been offered a teaching job in Thailand, beginning in either April or May.  Many of you know that our desire is to work as tentmakers, so this is a great first step toward that goal.  She will teach English at an elementary school in Hua Hin.  We are also hopeful that Emma and Danny may be permitted to attend in the afternoons, which would help them work on their Thai language acquisition and interact with other children every day.  
2. Colin and Ruth have found two apartments in the same complex where both families will be able to live close to one another.  According to Ruth, we can see each others’ front doors when we look the right direction!  This will be great for our families to live and work closely.  The apartments are also within walking distance from the school where Kathy will teach, so that is also a plus.  Apparently, the owners of both apartments have seen what Connect is doing in the region and want to help out by giving the apartments to us at a reduced rate to show their support for the ministry.  This is a great answer to prayer for both families.
3. We are working diligently on language acquisition.  Kathy has done a super job of making flash cards and picture books for the whole family to work on, so we are having fun learning.
