During July Sharon was given the opportunity to travel to Huancayo, Peru with a
team from Roswell UMC; serving together on a Medical Campaign in San Juan de Iscos,
about an hours drive from Huancayo. God once again amazed and blessed us by
providing all the resources for her to be able to go — having never been on a Medical
Mission, we thought this would be a great opportunity to learn how to set up and attend
these type medical campaigns for our future ministry when we settle in Ecuador. God
opened the door and she walked through, getting to serve with old and new friends,
including awesome Mission Society Interns in a country we love. The clinic opened each
day at 8:00 AM however the line began as early as 4:00 AM with nationals eager to see
the doctors, nurses and dentist and have their eyes checked for reading glasses, get
medicines, vitamins, eye drops, toothbrushes and toothpaste. The line seemed to go on
forever each day and there were times that people who stood for many hours had to be
turned away — there just wasn’t enough physical hours to serve everyone in a day, which
broke the team’s hearts. These precious people seemed to understand that they were
among many who would not be seen on a particular day and needed to come back the
following day...earlier than the day before to get in the front of the line. Mornings are
cold in the mountains of Peru. T



During the Medical Campaign nationals lined up very early for a
chance to see a Doctor, Dentist, and have their

eyes checked for reading glasses.

As the patients came in and were registered in the computer, afterwards they
were led to Triage where Sharon and a team of six took each persons blood pressure,
temperature and medical history, afterwards they were led to the Spiritual area where
each learned of the saving Grace of God, one on one from the book of John. Many
asked Jesus to come into their hearts at that very moment. In all, 795 people came
through the clinic, (some multiple times for different needs) 501 received Christ for the
first time and several rededicated their lives to Christ Jesus. Several were undecided so
there is work still to be done. But to be guided by the Holy Spirit to build the Kingdom
there, if only for a short time...I can’'t help but wonder...who am | that He would use me.
What a great privilege.

Many were seen and ministered to over the 3 %2 days and each touched our
hearts deeply. There was one however that especially broke our hearts...a young
woman who suffered from a stroke eight months ago. She could not speak and could
not walk and was embarrassed about her physical condition. She had to be carried in a
chair from place to place...unable to afford speech and physical therapy or a wheelchair
to help her with independence. As we looked deep into her eyes to comfort her in
anyway possible...tears rolled down her face as we tried to communicate with her. We
loved her the best way we knew how...with open arms and compassion. Gary, a
teammate got down on his knees and looked her in the eyes and said “Usted es bonita”
(You are pretty) She could hardly contain her joy in being acknowledged as the pretty
lady she is instead of a damaged person. To open our hearts to touch the hearts of
others is the work of the Holy Spirit that dwells within us. We are so grateful for the
privilege to love her and share Christ with her. To share His light with all we met.

As the clinic ran like a well oiled machine inside, children of those being treated
and children from the area school and community participated in the Kid’'s Club right
outside the clinic. ‘Waves of Mercy — Waves of Grace’ played throughout the
community...so much so that it could be considered the National Anthem of Peru!! The
children loved it and especially loved singing, dancing, and making crafts telling the
story’s of Jesus. Adults from our team along with youth and nationals ministered to
these children tirelessly. God used the gifts and talents He’s given us inside and outside
the clinic to minister in many different ways as we became His hands and feet. t
